ARIZONA MAIN STREET AWARDS - CATEGORIES

2009 (Fiscal Years July 2007 – June 2009)

ORGANIZATION
Main Street Individual of the Year

This category recognizes that although every Main Street program depends on a total team effort and community support, there are key players in every community’s revitalization effort. These individuals are instrumental in getting everyone working toward the same goal and assembling the appropriate human and financial resources to implement a Main Street revitalization program.

Public/Private Partnership

Both the public and private sectors have a vital interest in the district and must work together to achieve common goals of Main Street's revitalization. Each sector has a role to play and each must understand the other's strengths and limitations in order to forge an effective partnership. This category salutes the partnerships that help Main Street organizations achieve their goals.
Business Excellence Award

The Main Street programs are dependent upon local business leaders to sharpen the competitiveness of new and existing business owners. The nominations in this category have demonstrated leadership that has been a model for other Main Street businesses. These nominees are committed to working to build a commercial district that responds to today's consumers' needs.
DESIGN/ BUSINESS ENHANCEMENT
Best Economic Restructuring Project
Converting underutilized space in the Main Street district into economically productive property helps boost profitability and therefore creates economic vitality within the district. The nominees in this category represent those projects or activities that identify opportunities to enhance the economic impact of the Main Street district for the community. Projects or activities may include new construction and/or in-fill development, renovation of existing buildings, or other projects/activities that stimulate and enhance the economic activities on Main Street.

Best Small Scale Project

Enhancing the visual image of the Main Street district with appropriate renovation activities help to create a positive impact for the Main Street district. Projects in this category include exterior or interior property improvement that did not expend over $25,000.
Best Medium Scale Project

Enhancing the visual image of the Main Street district with appropriate renovation activities help to create a positive impact for the main street district. Projects in this category include exterior or interior property improvement that expended more than $25,000 but did not exceed $150,000.

Best Large Scale Project

Enhancing the visual image of the Main Street district with appropriate renovation activities creates a positive impact for the main street district. Projects in this category include exterior or interior property improvement that expended over $150,000.
PROMOTION
Best Promotional Materials

Promotional materials highlight the products and services that exist to enhance the image of the sense of place that Main Street provides. This category recognizes the advertising and informational resources that are developed to promote the positive image of the Main Street activities. 
Best Special Event

Special Events help to create a positive image, encouraging people to live, work, play and shop in the Main Street district. This category represents those events that have occurred within the Main Street area, provided an economic impact and helped to strengthen the positive image of a vibrant Main Street.

Best Small Scale Project

Sedona Main Street Program nominates Sedona Trolley for Best Small Scale Project. Sedona Trolley turned a 232 square foot space with cubicle walls and dingy old beige paint from floor to ceiling into a bright, cheery and welcoming Trolley Depot. And they did it all in one day with $7,500 and some great planning! 

The interior walls were painted with bright enamel paint matching the colors of the actual trolley interiors. The top halves of the walls are bright green and the bottom half bright red. The paint scheme continues onto the entry doors. These French doors are kept open for business and act like additional signage by drawing attention to the Trolley Depot. Solid oak moldings run the length of the interior walls at the intersection of the two colors, set off with brightly polished brass hand rails, again mimicking the interiors of the tour trolleys.

A “solid” oak ceiling, four brass ceiling fans and metal halide lighting were installed. The lighting is always on and the spinning fan blades create shadows that continually add visual appeal to the interior. A collection of antique trolleys from around the world are handsomely displayed behind the front desk, with additional collection pieces set throughout the depot.

Additional interior accoutrements include actual antique trolley doors which act as room divider between the front Depot and a business office in the rear.  Large professionally framed photographs of Sedona Trolleys at their tour destinations adorn the walls.  Miniature sterling silver Sedona Trolley charms (locally made) are hung for sale, enabling customers to take a bit of Sedona Trolley home with them. 

The Sedona Trolley Depot was dramatically changed into a bright, cheery, inviting space that mimics the interior of the actual Trolleys themselves. Now your trolley experience begins the moment you enter the Depot, and that’s a frequent topic of conversation. Sedona Trolley Depot went from drab to spectacular in one day and is the reason we nominate Sedona Trolley for Arizona’s Main Street 2009 Award for Best Small Scale Project.
