OUR MISSION:

The City of Sedona Financial Services Department will be taking the                    
following recommendations to City Council on 12/13/11 regarding the                   
following three business license procedural changes and requirements; these 
proposed revisions, to go into effect in January 2012, are based on feedback 
from the business community:  

 
1. Amendment to section 8-2-2(A): All businesses operating within  
City limits will be required to obtain and maintain a current business  
license. Currently the Ordinance only requires businesses with a  
TPT liability to apply and maintain a current business license.   
For clarification, this is not to be confused with a professional license.  
For example, a realty office would be subject to the rule of  
obtaining and maintaining a current business license, but each  
individual realtor working as an agent of the office would not be  
required to obtain a business license. 

 
2. Amendment to section 8-2-2(D): Creation of a delinquent fee for  
businesses that fail to obtain a business license.  Currently there is no  
fee and/or deterrent for businesses that fail to obtain a business  
license.  The only deterrent that currently exists, is that businesses  
with a TPT liability may experience a delay when attempting to  
pay taxes via our third party administrator, RDS.  Based on research  
and comparative data we are recommending a delinquency fee of $5  
monthly for each month the license is delinquent. 

 
3. Amendment to section 8-2-3(B): Creation of a temporary Special Event Business License at a cost of $7 per 
event.  This will encourage Event Promoters to obtain all proper permits to have said events and serves as a   
reminder of proper taxation collection arrangements for participants.  The intention is to create a fast track ap-
plication and process to ensure proper procedures are met when such events are to be held.  One Time/Special 
Events are a joint effort involving both the Community Development and the Financial Services Departments.

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In August, the Sedona Chamber of Commerce took over the Sedona Marathon, ensuring that 
one of  Sedona’s signature events would continue to bring  participants from around the globe 
during a typically economically slow period for Sedona.   
 
In its brief history, the Sedona Marathon has had a significant impact on the local economy.  
Economic indicators show that the inaugural race in 2006 contributed to a 56% increase in 
tourism related revenue to the city from the same period the year before.  Even in the                 
economic downturn, the event has continued to grow at a rate of about 10% a year. 80% of the 
participants are from outside of the greater Sedona area.  Additionally, the race has drawn 
Olympic competitors, international media exposure and a much needed economic boon filling 
Sedona’s hotels, restaurants, tours and shops. 
 
On Saturday, February 4, 2012, the Sedona Chamber of Commerce, along with the entire              
Sedona area, will welcome thousands of participants, their families and friends for a                     
weeklong period of events with something to offer for everyone.           
                                                                        
We are anticipating that more than 2,500 runners will participate in 5K, 10K, Half or Full 
Marathon races. If this year’s event is anything like the previous years, the 2,500 runners 
will bring with them an additional 6,250 supporters.  Last year, the entire community                       
celebrated as walkers and runners crossed the finish line.  Hundreds of residents                      
participated in the weekend’s celebrations. 
 
We invite you to get involved and support the Sedona Marathon Event. There are numerous 
ways that you can do so: 1) As a sponsor of the Sedona Marathon, your business could be 
prominently displayed on SedonaMarathon.com.
